
What is Hope Dental Clinic? 
Hope Dental Clinic is a service of Hope 
Medical Clinic, Inc. The Dental Clinic 
provides preventative and restorative dental 
care with compassion and dignity to those who 
do not have dental insurance or the ability to 
pay for dental care. It is staffed by a 
combination of volunteer and paid dental 
professionals. 

Who is eligible to come to Hope 
Dental Clinic? 
The Dental Clinic serves low-income 
individuals and families with no dental 
insurance or coverage. Medicaid is considered 
coverage and is not accepted at the Hope 
Dental Clinic.   You can call the Dental clinic 
at 734-480-9575 to see if your family size and 
income meets our eligibility guidelines. 
 
Children under the age of 18 can be registered 
at any time if they do not have Medicaid or

What services does Hope Dental 
Clinic provide? 

Each new patient is given a complete oral 
exam along with X-rays.  We are able to 
provide our patients with: 

- Fillings 
- Sealants 
- Fluoride treatments 
- Cleanings 
- Simple Extractions 

 
A limited amount of specialty care is 
available through a network of local 
dentists who have agreed to see Hope 
Dental patients in their private practice. 
 

What if I need emergency services? 
Hope Dental Clinic is not an emergency clinic. 
We are unable to provide emergency services 
unless you are already a Hope Dental Clinic 
patient.  The University of Michigan has an 
Emergency Dental Clinic at 1-888-707-2500 
ext.

What does it cost to be seen at 
Hope Dental Clinic? 
A $5 dollar contribution is requested for each 
visit to Hope Dental Clinic. Services are not 
dependent on a patient’s ability to pay.

Medical Clinic 
Free pediatric and general medical services are 
rendered to those without insurance or medical 
benefits.

Food Bank 
Emergency food for individuals and families is 
dispensed twice weekly. The Food Bank is located at 
Hope Center, 518 Harriet St. in Ypsilanti. For 
information about the Food Bank, or to receive 
emergency food, call 734/484-2989. 
 
Wash With Care 
This program combines service with education. 
Members of the program do their laundry free and are 
given opportunities to attend health education and 
parenting programs. Hope Wash With Care is located 
at Hope Center, 518 Harriet St. in Ypsilanti. For more 
information call 734/484-2989. 
 
Emergency Help with Basic Needs 
Hope has access to limited funds to help prevent 
utility shut offs and evictions or with other emergency 
financial needs. In addition we have an Emergency 
Closet to help supply non-food household and 
personal hygiene items. These programs are located at 
Hope Center, 518 Harriet St. in Ypsilanti. For more 
information call 734/484-2989. 
 
Weekend Hot Meals 
Hope provides free meals at 5:00 on Saturdays and 
Sundays. The meals are served at the Ypsilanti 
Salvation Army building at 9 S. Park St. For more 
information call 734/484-2989.
