If a patient isnaed
of specialty care, they can be referred to onearem
than 80 specialists who will see Hope patients éfee
charge in their offices. Hope staff also work with

patients to help obtain needed medications. Hope
Medical Clinic provides quality patient care thatg
beyond medical treatment, caring for the complete
person. In addition to the Ypsilanti clinic, locatet
103 Arnet, Hope provides a monthly clinic at the
Wayne County Family Shelter, and a biweekly clinic
in Chelsea. A $5.00 contribution per visit is
requested but not required.
