   Routinely Ed bicycles the 13 miles from 
his home in Wayne to Hope Medical Clinic 
in Ypsilanti to be seen at the Saturday 
morning walk-in clinic.  Occasionally, he 
evens walks to the clinic.  When labs are 
needed, he must travel to St. Joseph 
Hospital in Ypsilanti, an extra challenge 
that often delays or prevents labs from 
being done. 

   With the opening of the satellite clinic in 
Wayne, Hope will be able to serve patients 
like Ed more effectively.  And to serve the 
many others who currently receive no 
care.

   Each year at our Ypsilanti Medical Clinic 
we provide over six thousand patient visits 
to more than 1950 individuals. While the 
Clinic is located in the eastern part of 
Washtenaw County, over the last five 
years we have seen a significant number 
of patients from the western Wayne Coun-
ty area.  

¶ More than 50% of the total patient vis-
its at the Ypsilanti Medical Clinic are for 
Wayne County residents. 

¶ More than 900 individual patients who 
live in Wayne County saw Hope doc-
tors.  

¶ More than 5200 prescriptions were pro-
vided for Wayne County residents. 

   Because of the high unemployment rate 
in many communities of western Wayne 
County, and the lack of accessible social 
services, we expect the numbers of people 
needing help to continue to increase. In 
order to provide better, more accessible 
care for those in need, and to relieve some 
of the burden on our over-extended Ypsi-
lanti Clinic, we decided to open the Wayne 
Clinic.

   New patients register and are seen at 
our  weekly walk-in clinics on Saturday 
mornings. Sign in starts at 8:00 AM, we 
see a limited number of people on a first 
come first served basis.   

  The clinic is also open by appointment  
every Tuesday afternoon, and two  week-
day evenings per month to provide conti-
nuity of care for  patients with chronic con-
ditions. 

   All medical care at the clinic is provided 
by  volunteers. We have limited access to 
x-rays and lab tests from local hospitals 
and clinics.  

   Free or low-cost medications are provid-
ed to our patients through retail programs, 
pharmaceutical company patient assis-
tance programs, samples, and purchased 
bulk medicines.  Care at the Clinic is pro-
vided regardless of oneôs ability to pay, a 
$5.00 contribution per visit is requested.

   Hope Medical Clinic, Inc. was founded in 
1982 by a local Family Practitioner, Dr. 
Daniel Heffernan. That initial clinic met 
twice per month in borrowed space. Since 
then, the Clinic has grown to 8 clinic 
sessions each week in clinic space owned 
by Hope. More than 80 volunteer medical 
professionals provide care for the patients 
on site, and approximately 90 specialists 
see Hope patients at no charge in their 
offices. 

   Hope has also grown beyond just 
providing medical care to include a number 
of other programs, providing services that 
are not already available in the community.   

Dental Clinic - We provide free dental 
care to individual and families at 200% or 
less of the Poverty Level. 

Food Bank - We give out free emergency 
food to about 30 families each week. 

Weekend Hot Meals - We serve over 
10,000 hot meals each year at our 
Saturday and Sunday meals. 

Wash With Care - Hope has a free 
laundry facility and provides donated 
laundry soap. 

Care and Share Closet - The Closet 
stocks necessary items not available with 
Food Stamps such as toilet paper, diapers 
and soap. 

Financial Assistance - We provide limited 
assistance to help keep people in their 
homes or to help in emergency situations.
